Prochdzka historickym centrem mésta Rakovnika je dlouhd
priblizné 3 km a prohlidka pamédtek potrvd asi 2 hodiny.
Pokud se nechdte na cesté zldkat k navstéveé nékteré z vys-
tav nebo k prohlidce mésta z Vysoké brédny, tak pochopitel-
né musite pocitat s tim, Ze se celkovd doba prochdzky
troSku prodlouzi.

Vézeni ndvstévnici, pfejeme vdm pfijemné strdveny den
v naem krdsném mésté.

Our stroll through the historic centre of Rakovnik is roughly
3 km long and should take around 2 hours. However, if you
decide to visit an exhibit in one of the galleries or climb to the
top of the High Gate for the view, then understandably the
length of the walk may be somewhat extended.

WPROCHAZKA
PO MESTE

Pojdme se projit Rakovnikem, piivab-
nym méstem lezicim nedaleko
Prahy. Jeho déjiny sahaji az do
ddvné minulosti, prvni pisemnd
zminka o ném je jiz z roku 1252.

Nasi prochédzku zaéneme u malebné
Prazské brany, jejiz vystavbou zacala stavba méstského
opevnéni - zbylé ¢asti muzeme vidét po strandch brdny. Po
projiti Prazskou branou se dostdvdme do ¢4dsti mésta, kterd
evokuje jeho ddvnou historii. Nalevo mineme byvaly paladc
cistercidku z Plas, ktefi zde odpocivali na svych cestdch
do Prahy a ve kterém je dnes Muzeum T.G.Masaryka,
ddle projdeme mezi chrdamem sv. Bartoloméje a vedle
samostatné stojici zvonici a dostaneme se na okraj namésti.
Zde zabo¢ime vpravo a okolo nejstarsi redlky v Cechdch,
kde 10 let vyucoval spisovatel Zikmund Winter, vystoupame
kfivolakymi ulickami kolem Ceské chalupy smérem

k Vysoké brané, jedné z dominant mésta, kterd je dnes
vyuzivdna jako vyhlidkovd véz. Od Vysoké brdny se vyddme
doli Vysokou ulici. Do ¢dsti mésta pod Vysokou branou
bylo kdysi umisténo zidovské ghetto, tato ¢tvrt dnes patif
urbanisticky i stavebné k nejzajimavéjSim ¢dstem mésta.
Nejzndméjsi zidovskou pamdtkou je synagoga, jejiz
motlitebna se dochovala v ptivodnim stavu a slouzi dnes
jako koncertn{ siii, zbyld ¢dst budovy je sidlem Rabasovy
galerie. Z puvodni zdstavby ztstal také zachovdn
Samsonuv dum, ve kterém je umisténa vystavni galerie.
Odtud se vyddme Havlickovou ulici kolem rakovnického
pivovaru ke hibitovu, kde si miizeme prohlédnout kostel
Nejsvétéjsi Trojice, ddle jednu z nejstarSich u nds
dochovanych dfevénych zvonic i kapli sv. Rocha, vystaveé-

velikém moru. Od hibi-
tova projdeme kolem
B budovy soudu a pred
y nim stojici sochy Karla
| Havlicka Borovského,
zahneme do Palackého

ulice a projdeme na
ndmeésti. Husovo
namésti je stie-
dem historické
édsti mésta, patii
k pozoruhodnym
urbanistickym ttva-
rium ceskych mést.
Na ndmésti se
nachdzi mnoho architektonicky zajimavych staveb, mezi
nimi pak vynikd komplex budov radnice. Ve vychodni ¢dsti
ndméstivds jisté zaujme jedind socharskd pamdtka v his-
torickém centru mésta - Maridnsky sloup. Kolem kostela
se dostaneme do krdsné upraveného méstského parku , ve
kterém je umisténa socha T.G.Masaryka a ktery jako klid-
nd odza uprostfed mésta ldkd k odpocinku. Naproti parku je
umisténa jedna ze zajimavych rakovnickych pamadtek, budo-
va sokolovny. Od parku zabo¢ime doprava a dojdeme
k nové zrekonstruovanému Tylovu divadlu, které je
propojené s budovou Kulturniho centra. Jednou z postran-
nich uli¢ek se vrdtime zpatky na Husovo ndmeésti.

>&A STROLL THROUGH
THE TOWN

Let us take a stroll through Rakovnik, a |
charming town not far from Prague. Its
history stretches back to the distant
past - first being mentioned in writing
in the year 1252.

Our stroll begins at the picturesque Prague Gate (Prazska
brdna), once part of the town fortifications, and remnants of
the medieval walls can be seen to either side of the arch.
Passing through the Prague Gate, we enter the historic core
of the town. To our left is the former palace of the
Cistercians of Plasy, where the monks found lodging on
their travels to Prague, now housing the T.G. Masaryk
Museum, devoted to the first Czechoslovak president.
Further on, we pass between the church of St. Bartholomew
and its self-standing bell tower, and reach the edge of the
main square. Here, we turn to the right, and near the oldest
secondary school in Bohemia we pass through a network

of winding streets, past the "Bohemian Cottage" towards
the High Gate (Vysokd brana), one of the town's foremost
landmarks, commanding a striking view from its top. From
here, we continue down the street Vysoka. The part of the
town below the High Gate was once the location of the
medieval Jewish ghetto, and now ranks among the most his-
torically and architecturally interesting areas. Its most
famous landmark is the synagogue; the prayer room has
retained its original form and now serves as a concert hall,
while the remaining part of the building holds the Rabas
Gallery. Another surviving building is the Samson House,
which contains an exhibition hall. Continuing on our way, we
pass down the street Havlickova, around te Rakovnik
Brewery to the cemetery, where we may visit the Church of
the Holy Trinity, one of
the oldest surviving wood-
en bell towers and the
chapel of St. Roch, con-
structed by the citizens
after a virulent plague.
Past the cemetery, we

may note the court build-
ing, with a statue of the
Czech patriot Karel
Havlicek Borovsky
standing in front, turn
| into the street

| Palackého and arrive on

the square (Husovo
namésti). The centre of the historic town, the square is one
of the most striking urban formations of any town in
Bohemia. Among the many buildings of architectural interest
is the complex of buildings forming the town hall. On the
eastern side of the square, one cannot but notice the one pub-
lic sculpture in the historic town - the Marian Column.
Passing the church, we enter a beautifully conceived park,
with a statue of President Masaryk, forming a quiet oasis in
the town centre. Across from the park is a more recent land-
mark, the building of the "Sokol" gymnastic association

(Sokolovna). From the park, we turn right and arrive at the

newly reconstructed Tyl Theatre (Tylovo divadlo),
attached to the building of the Cultural Centre. Down one of
the side lanes, we may return to Husovo namesti.
